Paul gives several reasons for Christians to pursue honorable behavior. We are to “adorn the
doctrine of God our Savior” (v. 10) and put opponents of the gospel to shame (v. 8). Jesus gave
himself to redeem a holy people (14). God’s grace has already appeared to us, and it teaches us to

be holy (11-12). Christ is coming again (13). Which of these reasons has the greatest power to
motivate you? Why?
